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The following expectations have been designed to support the WCS Distance Learning 

I am requesting students think responsibly and act respectfully while participating with 

their peers in the Virtual Classroom. 

Basic Rules:
• Identify a suitable workspace to work

• Log or dial in 5 minutes before the virtual classroom session begins

• Be respectful

• Actively participate

• Complete and submit assignments

• Dress appropriately or turn off video feature

Student Responsibilities:

• Log in daily or assigned meeting times

• Ask/Answer questions

• Take turns participating daily in classroom discussions

• Complete work on time

Unacceptable Behavior:

• Vulgarity (no cursing, vulgar language, or inappropriate gestures, memes)

• Negative feedback on other’s work and /or comments

• Posting negativity, bully others in chats

• Unacceptable noises in background- loud music, noisy pets

• No smoking, vaping, drinking alcohol beverages (or anything else unacceptable on screen)
General Housekeeping Reminders:

• Minimize background noise by turning off the TV and radio

• Stay focused!

• Mute your microphones until it is your turn to speak.

Class Objective:  The student is to develop an in depth understanding of reading, writing, speaking, listening and study of language arts skills.

Grades:  Overall grades will be calculated using WCS District Grading Policy.  All graded work will be returned to the student and must be placed in the notebook.  The numerical score of all work will be calculated, converted to percentages, and weighted.  Attendance will also count toward your grade.
Marking Period Grade Calculations:

Assessment = 75%

Writing = 25%

Tests and Quizzes = 25%

Projects = 25%

Homework = 25%

Homework and Projects: 
Tests and Quizzes:  The student is expected to be in attendance daily.  If the student has an excused absence on the day of a test, the student assumes the responsibility for making up the test/quiz upon return, If you are absent the day before a quiz or test, the student must take the quiz/test with the class and can retake if necessary. There will be an open window on the computer to take a test/quiz.
Notebook/book to read:  The student must have a three-ring binder designated only for this class.  The student is responsible for bringing this binder to class each day.  Students must also have a novel or reading material daily.  
Cheating:  If caught cheating all of the following may occur:  the item may be thrown in the garbage; a zero may be issued for the assignment; a class suspension, referral, and/or detention(s) may be assigned; the parent will be contacted by the teacher and student.  

Plagiarism:  Plagiarism is not accepted at Community High School and in life.  You cannot steal another person’s work.  Plagiarism is passing someone else’s work off as your own.  The student will be referred to an assistant principal for discipline.  Avoid plagiarism by always putting information into your own words, citing where you obtained the information, and relying on your own brain.  The most common way students plagiarize is when they copy and paste information from a website into their paper.  It is very easy for a teacher to catch plagiarism in student work.

Absences:  The student is expected to be in attendance daily.  The district and school attendance policy will be followed.  If an absence is unexcused or is the student is suspended at home, a zero will be assigned for all pertinent assignments and the work may not be made up.  If the absence is excused, the student is responsible for obtaining the work and will have two days to make up the assignments for every day of excused absence.  Due dates on projects, notebooks, or research will not be changed.  If you have no Internet or power, try to find a way to contact me or do it the next day.  You could sit in another class the following day.
Tardies:  The student is expected to be on time daily.  The student will be marked tardy if they are not at the desk with all supplies when the tardy bell rings.  The district and school attendance policy will be followed.  If we are teaching virtually and you have no Internet connection, you may call a friend to send me a message.
Formal papers:  All formal papers MUST be typed and fulfill the following requirements:

· Times New Roman

· 12 point font, black ink

· 1” margins

· Double spaced

Missed/Late Work:  The student is expected to be in attendance daily.  If the absence is excused, the student assumes the responsibility for all missed work.  Your work will also be on Schoology.
Additional Help:  I am available during my office hours.
Cell Phones:  Cell phones are to be used appropriately and in accordance to WCS Board Policy. 
Rules and Teacher Expectations:  The student is expected to demonstrate respect and responsibility at all times.  The student should respect all people and equipment in the room, in the hall outside the room, and in any additional place of learning at Community High (including the computer labs and library).  The student is also expected to follow all Community High School Rules and WCS Student Code of Conduct Rules.  Failure to follow these rules may result in loss of credit for the class.  One must also follow the rules of virtual learning while participating in a live course.
