

Class Objective:  This curriculum presents essential knowledge and skills to help students make informed decisions about real world financial issues. Students will learn to make educated spending, saving, and credit decisions and to make effective use of income to achieve personal financial success.
Grades:  Overall grades will be calculated using WCS District Grading Policy.  All graded work will be returned to the student via Schoology or in person.  The numerical score of all work will be calculated, converted to percentages, and weighted.  Everything has a point value.
POWERSCHOOL has accurate grades, do not assume that your grade is based on Schoology.

Homework and Projects: 
Tests and Quizzes:  If the student has an excused absence on the day of a test, the student assumes the responsibility for making up the test/quiz upon return, If you are absent the day before a quiz or test, the student must take the quiz/test with the class and can retake if necessary. There will be an open window on the computer to take a test/quiz.
Materials for class:  The student must have supplies for this class daily.  The student is responsible for bringing their laptop/charger/phone daily or writing materials.
Cheating:  If caught cheating all of the following may occur:  

A) A zero will be issued for the assignment.

B) The parent will be contacted by the teacher and student.  

C) The principal will be notified.

Plagiarism:  Plagiarism is not accepted at Community High School and in life.  You cannot steal another person’s work.  Plagiarism is passing someone else’s work off as your own.  The student will be referred to the principal for discipline.  Avoid plagiarism by always putting information into your own words, citing where you obtained the information, and relying on your own brain.  The most common way students plagiarize is when they copy and paste information from a website into their paper.  It is very easy for a teacher to catch plagiarism in student work.

Absences:  The student is expected to be in attendance daily.  The district and school attendance policy will be followed.  If an absence is unexcused or is the student is suspended at home, a zero will be assigned for all pertinent assignments and the work may not be made up.  If the absence is excused, the student is responsible for obtaining the work and will have two days to make up the assignments for every day of excused absence.  Due dates on projects, notebooks, or research will not be changed.  
Tardies:  The student is expected to be on time daily.  The student will be marked tardy if they are not at the desk with all supplies when the tardy bell rings.  The district and school attendance policy will be followed.  

Formal papers:  All formal papers MUST be typed and fulfill the following requirements:

· Times New Roman

· 12 point font, black ink

· 1” margins

· Double spaced
